· -une certaine initiative transparaît dans le discours de l’élève lorsqu’il s’agit de sujets familiers, liés à la vie de l’élève

grande spontanéité (absence d’hésitations) dans le discours

-peut faire un récit d’au moins trois phrases suivies (connecteurs et puis, après, etc.)

-peut utiliser des phrases complexes (c’est le garçon qui…; j’aime ce livre parce que…; etc.)

Read and respond to different forms of literary and information text


	The student is able to read and recall simple, short selections with familiar language. Often needs one-to-one support for both reading and comprehension 

activities. 


	The student is able to read simple, direct fiction and information passages, and complete basic comprehension and response tasks with some support. Work often lacks detail. 


	The student is able to read simple, direct fiction and information texts, and complete comprehension or response activities 

independently. Work is  accurate and complete.
	The student is able to read materials that have some complexity, and complete 

comprehension or response activities independently. Work often shows insight or 

exceeds requirements of the task.

Present ideas and information in written form 


	The writing offers few ideas, and these are often disjointed, 

illogical, and hard to understand. The student needs 

ongoing support. 


	The writing presents loosely connected ideas; may be vague or hard to follow in places or flawed by frequent basic errors. 


	The writing is clear and easy to follow, with relevant and logical ideas about the topic or issue. 


	The writing flows smoothly, offers detail and elaboration, and shows some insight.

	• few errors; these are 

usually caused by 

taking risks with 

newly acquired or
